Be sure to use the NEW FORMS if you are selling or renting your unit. Forms were

revised in April and have “2015” at the bottom. They should be used from now on. Discard any forms
that do not say “2015” at the bottom. The forms are available at www.BrinyBreezes.us or at the Briny
Breezes office. Users of www.BrinyBreezes.us will notice that there are separate links now to the forms
that an owner has to fill out to rent a unit and to the forms that a renter has to fill out and send to the
owner. This was done to make it easier for owners and renters in two Geographic separate places to
easily get the forms they need. Once an owner has filled out the owner forms and received the renter
forms from the renter, the complete set of forms can be sent to the Briny Breezes office.

Last but not least, please remember all forms must be correctly completed and turned in 30 days prior to
the date of the renter arriving and the lease beginning. The Sales and Rentals Committee meets monthly
and will review all applications completed in the prior 30 days for Rentals or Sales.

MAILBOX KEYS: 40 of your neighbors have installed mailbox key locks to replace the
combination locks. If you are interested, you do not have to be here. You can call the office
and mail in your payment of $40.00. It's best to do it before the height of the season, otherwise
there may be a delay in the installation.

REQUEST: If you (or your renters) will NOT be occupying your unit BEFORE January 1%, 2016,
please let the office know, either by phone or by email: brinybugle @aol.com

LAWN MAINTENANCE: On scheduled days for mowing, please try to keep all hoses and other
like items off of the grass. Thank you.

TREE TRIMMING: All corporate trees are maintained by the maintenance staff or corporate
vendors. Please do not attempt to trim or cut any corporate trees and/or bushes. Your help
would be greatly appreciated by contacting the office and reporting any need for attention to our
trees and bushes. Thank you for your help and cooperation.

They installed my AT&T Cable installed this week; let me tell you, it is WORLDS BETTER than our
prior service. It takes about 10 minutes on the phone to set up your service, and then once you or a
representative is available, they will come out and in about an hour, you will have 200 channels of crisp,
clear, TV! They are adding more addresses each day and those of you in town will be getting calls and
packages with all the information to schedule your appointments.

YES once you are notified that your address is available YOU have to call and schedule installation, yes
there is a “basic” credit check type process (remember they are giving us wireless equipment and DVRs
included) and yes you or an adult representative will have to schedule an appointment to have the
installation completed, BUT IT IS WELL WORTH THE EFFORT. As soon as you are notified to call,
please schedule your appointment. We all cannot wait until its October or mid-season. YOU do not have
to take the cable service or accept installation, but remember you will still be paying for it. PLEASE
remember that if for some reason you do not have the installation completed during the initial installation
period, they may charge you $100.00 for installation at a later date.

A quick reminder for those of you not in Briny, it is RAINY season and we have weeds growing “like
weeds,” taking over some of your yards. Remember that you are required to maintain your property year
round. PLEASE call your caretakers and remind them to keep up with the weeds. ALSO please remind
your caretakers that we are in the midst of storm season and ask that they take necessary precautions to
secure your unit; it is a good idea NOW, not when it’s too late.

Hopefully “Erika” and her friends out in the ocean will steer clear of our shores and we will enjoy the rest
of the summer without any drama. | wish all of you a happy, healthy Labor Day weekend.

New island ferry that carries name of '50s era
vessel to be christened Sunday

said Chris Shepler, son of Bill
Shepler. “Things are good on
Mackinac Island, and things are
good in the ferry boat world”

The vessel is state of the art,
with three 2,000 horsepower
engines, a climate-controlled
interior with air conditioning
and fog-free windows.

The Miss Margy ship will car-
1y 281 passengers at 40 mph.
Shepler’s will add up to 10 em-
ployees with the new vessel,
adding to its high-season work-
force of 210.

The ship was built at Moran

o Iron Works in Onaway, 50 miles
south of its home port, and
transported over land to Rogers
City, where it made its way to
the Shepler Marina in May for
completion of its wiring, paint
and seating.

‘William Shepler came home
from World War II to his home-
town of Mackinaw City and
opened a snack shack for: vis-
itors traveling to the island, in
the straits between the Upper
and Lower peninsulas, Shepler
added two charter boats, each
carrying just six passengers and
not considered ferries.

“The two boats, the Miss Pen-
ny and the Fiji, were Hacker
Craft kits and there was no pro-

tection from the weather,” said
Chris Shepler, who as president
of today’s Sheplers Mackinac Is-
land Ferry Co. is the third gener-
ation family member to run it,

Then, in 1950, William She-
pler, who died in1988, built 2 30-
foot cabin cruiser with twin gas-
oline engines, and named her
“Miss Margy” That was the first
enclosed ferry to the island for
the company and could hold 24
Ppassengers.

Today, after 70 vyears of
growth, the company has five
ferries and one service vessel.

The Shepler family wanted
1o use all Michigan material, if
possible. The aluminum came
from Alabama; most of the oth-
er materials are from Michigan.

* Some 12,000 construction
hours over four months with
specially trained welders put
the all-aluminum ship together,
Arnold Transit, the oldest in the
Straits of Mackinac that began
service in 1878, also runs to the
island.

“We run two ferries out of St
Ignace, and two out of Macki-
naw City,” said Heather Tamilyn,
sales and marketing manager
for Arnold Transit.

Two other catamaran ferries
were sold at auction this spring.

Star Line has six boats in its
fleet, CEO Jerry Fetty said.
